This gospel text begins where we left off last Sunday, with Jesus telling the people 

in the synagogue in Nazareth that the scriptures are being fulfilled in their hearing. 
Their initial positive response to him augurs well but change in attitude comes 

quickly as it becomes apparent that Jesus is not interested in popular acclaim but in 
repentance. He reminds his hearers of two occasions in the Old Testament when 

God used the prophets Elijah and Elisha to assist foreigners at a time when his own 

people were in need. The people of Nazareth were more interested in what Jesus 
could do for them than in what he might be asking of them. 

 
Reflection 

‗Today‘ the scriptures are again being fulfilled in our hearing. The word of God is 

alive and active and invites us to ponder where and how God is at work in the daily 
circumstances of our lives. It is always a word that saves and heals but if we are 

not ready to be challenged by it then we can either deceive ourselves by pretend-
ing it is what we want or we can just reject it. That was the situation of the people 

in Nazareth, and today, like them, we must ask ourselves if we really want what 
God wants – that is what repentance is all about.

Alcohol misuse has been identified as a significant public health and social issue in Northern Ireland 
over many years. A Coroner has described it as ―the greatest healthcare problem facing Northern 

Ireland.‘The latest statistics suggest 12,000 people are admitted to hospital each year with alcohol 
related problems in N.I. with 170,000 people drinking hazardly and 47,000 drinking harmfully.

with uncertainty, deceit, financial insecurity, and in some cases violence or emotional and physical 
abuse.
