He 
didn't pretend that he was better than he was. He began 
by wanting proof and ended by being glad of faith. He is 
the patron saint of transitions and steps in faith.

St John Paul II canonised a Polish nun, Sr Faustina 
(1905 – 1938) on the Sunday after Easter in 2000 and said that from then on the Sunday 
after Easter would be known as Divine Mercy Sunday.  In revelation Jesus told Sr Faustina 
(Diary 1109) ‘I want to grant a complete pardon to the souls that go to Confession and re-
ceive Holy Communion on Divine Mercy Sunday. The conditions for receiving this great grace, 
including going to Confessions, can be fulfilled on Divine Mercy Sunday (16 April this year) at 
any of the following churches; St Peter’s Cathedral, Albert St, Belfast, @ 2.30pm.
