Alleluia - for singing, not for humming! 
The reason for the joy of Easter is that Christ is risen - the women who 
came to the tomb found their joy in this. They may have found joy also 
in a beautiful dawn in the garden, or in their friendships, but the joy of 
Easter is a joy of faith, which nothing need take away.  
The joy of the resurrection is a joy in giving the life we have received 
from God: 'Life grows by being given away, and it weakens in 
isolation and comfort. Indeed, those who enjoy life most are 
those who leave security on the shore and become excited by 
the mission of communicating life to others' (Pope Francis). 
The Alleluia is for singing, not for humming; it is to be heard from the 
voice of the heart and should lift the hearts of those who hear: 
'Jesus Christ is risen.  He is risen indeed. Alleluia!' 
We often see great joy in the middle of huge poverty: often the poor 
can live for the present moment and enjoy it to the full. Sometimes in 
the middle of illness, we find a peace we don't know from where it 
comes. The grace of the risen Jesus can touch our lives at any time. 
Let's not be like Christians 'whose lives seem like Lent without         
Easter' (Pope Francis). Having lived through the joyful season of Lent, 
our hearts are wholly lifted now in joy received and joy given. 

Breathe in and out: on the inbreath echo the word 'joy'; 
on the outbreath echo the word 'thanks'. 

Risen Christ, raise our lives in joy. 
Alleluia, 

May all the joys of Easter be yours! 
Praise the Lord, pass round the Eggs 

Christ has risen 
Alleluia !

Divine Mercy Sunday: Would you like your soul to be as pure as on the 
day you were baptised? If the answer is yes, read on. St Pope John Paul 
II canonized a Polish mystic, Sister Faustina (1905 – 1938) on the     
Sunday after Easter in 2000 and declared that from then on, the second 
Sunday of Easter would be known as Divine Mercy Sunday.  In a        
revelation to Sister Faustina (recorded in her Diary 1109) Jesus told her, 
‘I want to grant a complete pardon to the souls that will go to           
confessions and receive Holy Communion on the Feast of My             
Mercy’ (Divine Mercy Sunday).  The conditions for receiving this great 
grace, including going to confessions, can be fulfilled by attending any of 
the following Churches on Divine Mercy Sunday, 12 April this year, St  
Peter’s Cathedral @ 2pm, Mater Dei, Crumlin @ 2pm, Sacred Heart, 
Oldpark Rd @ 2pm and All Saints Ballymena @ 3pm. 



Web Camera’s Mater Dei Church and St Joseph’s are both equipped with web-
cameras. All Liturgies are broadcast. The cameras are live 24/7 and are focused on the 
Sanctuaries and first three seats at the front of each Church. To access the broadcasts, 
go to: www.churchservices.tv/stjosephglenavy or www.chuchservices.tv/
materdeicrumlin. The web-cams enable us to attend Mass, however they do not allow 
us to receive the Eucharist, the Body of Christ. When possible, we should attend Mass 
in the Church whenever our circumstances permit in order to receive Holy Communion.

Liturgical ‘Sign of Peace’ The Sign of Peace remains an integral part of 
the celebration of the Eucharist and has been reintroduced as a normal 
practice across the Diocese.  The customary expression of the Sign of Peace 
in Ireland is a handshake. However, other non-contact forms of the sign of 
peace such as a nod, a bow or a smile are also legitimate expressions of the 
Sign of Peace. No offence should be taken if someone prefers to express a 
non-contact Sign of Peace.  The Diocese encourages all to continue to    
exercise good hygienic practices, and if you exhibit flu-like symptoms, you 
are encouraged to remain at home.
